	PROCEDURE

	Introduction (10 min.):
	

	10 (min) What is Masculine and Feminine?

· Students will be given a pink and blue stickie note.

· The teacher will introduce the essential question for the lesson and give definitions to indicate the difference between sex (male and female = biologically constructed) and gender (masc/fem, woman/man = culturally constructed).

· Students will take two min to draw me items that are usually associated with women (on the pink note) vs men (on the blue note) ( No genitalia please!

· Student at the front of the row will collect and place on the sticky note on the corresponding poster paper.  One for masculine and one for feminine.

· The teacher will facilitate a group discussion debriefing the results students supplied.  Do the students agree or disagree with some of the stereotypes posted?



	Body (     60     min.):

	Viewing of the commercials (20 min – 10 min/per)

Students will view the two commercials four time each.  Upon each viewing they will be focusing on different technical elements of the video.  Students may note their observations in the supplied t-chart.:
· First viewing: General impressions what strikes you

· Second viewing: Note two technical codes (pace, lighting, editing cuts, camera angle, focus, distance from the camera, movement, zooming) and explain the effect they produce.  (Teacher may have to redefine technical codes for those who do not know.)
· Third Viewing: Note the language used.  Choose one quote from the film and explain how it encourages the masculine or feminine view.

· What verbs and pronouns are they using, and how and why do they appeal to one gender or the other? 
· Fourth viewing: Note the sound.  Who is the narrator? What style is the music, What sound effects to they use?  How do these appeal to one gender or the other? What connotations does the music have.  

· Make sure to mention

· Colors, music, words, tone, speed

Filler activity:

Watch the revised commercial for Lego.  Is it better than the original?
